Frequently asked questions: 

Q: Can I be in both clubs? 

A: NO.  You may only be in one club.  Do not apply for News Team if you are selected for Safety Patrol.  

Q: Can I ride the bus to school during my duty? 

A: No buses when you are on duty! Students will need alternate transportation on the weeks of their duty.  Students 

are required to be on duty at 8:00 am on the weeks of morning duty and stay until at least 3:05 pm on the weeks of 

afternoon duty. ***SAME FOR NEWS TEAM – No busses when scheduled to film the morning news. 

Q: When do we start?
